As reported by Independent, Lulu’s Law is designed to act like
an AMBER Alert for sharks, enabling federal, state, and local
authorities to issue real-time alerts to mobile devices when
there’s a shark attack or when the risk of one is increased. This
proactive approach aims to ensure that beachgoers remain
informed and can take appropriate precautions.

The legislation also empowers local and tribal authorities to
unleash alerts, creating a unified response system that will
enhance the safety of swimmers. This is especially pertinent as
the eastern U.S. coastline has seen an uptick in shark sightings.
Dr. Greg Skomal from the Massachusetts Division of Marine
Fisheries emphasized that encountering one shark could suggest
the presence of others in the vicinity, thus making such alerts all
the more vital in preventing potential injuries.

Concerns and Considerations

Despite the positive reception, some challenges loom on the
horizon. Massachusetts state lawmaker Julian Cyr expressed his
support for beefing up shark safety measures but raised
concerns about the adequacy of cellphone reception on Outer
Cape beaches, which could limit the effectiveness of this alert
system. Nonetheless, advocates remain optimistic, positioning
Lulu’s Law as a complementary tool alongside existing shark-
tracking applications like Sharktivity, which utilize sensors and
GPS technology to monitor shark movements.

As Alabama prepares to roll out its own shark alert system in
