The resultant biogas is mainly composed of methane
and carbon dioxide, which, when purified, transforms into
market-ready biometano, capable of being injected into the
natural gas grid or used as vehicle fuel, as detailed by Repsol.

With various players in the field, including Nippon Gases, who
emphasize tailored solutions in gas separation technologies, the
infrastructure for biometano is gradually taking shape. The
collaboration with biogas producers enhances the effectiveness
of biometano plants while significantly reducing the overall
carbon footprint associated with energy production.
