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Nationwide  No Kings  Day: Millions
Unite Against Trump’s Policies

Millions are set to protest against the Trump administration
on &quot;No Kings&quot; Day, highlighting immigrant

rights and democracy nationwide.

Washington County, USA - Across the United States, millions
of Americans are rallying today in a day of protests dubbed „No
Kings“ Day, voicing their dissatisfaction with the Trump
administration. Approximately 2,000 separate events have been
organized from coast to coast, with demonstrators advocating
for immigrant rights and raising their voices against the
administration’s policies. Events are not without tension;
altercations have occurred, notably including confrontations with
counter-protesters from the Proud Boys in Atlanta. In light of
concerns surrounding safety, protests in Minnesota were notably
canceled.

In Florida, the scene was notably lively as protesters approached



Mar-a-Lago, encountering a group of Trump supporters along
the way. Philadelphia is gearing up to host the largest protest of
the day, with tens of thousands expected to gather, coinciding
with the U.S. Army’s 250th anniversary celebration. Similarly
impressive gatherings are occurring elsewhere, with over 1,000
participants spotted in New York City brandishing signs critical of
Trump, while a significant 20-foot balloon depicting Trump in a
diaper made an eye-catching appearance at the Los Angeles
protest.

Localized Protests and Confrontations

As protests unfolded nationwide, specific locations faced their
own challenges. In Austin, Texas, for instance, four police
officers were injured during a protest that involved hundreds of
demonstrators. Authorities resorted to using chemical irritants to
disperse crowds, which moved between the state Capitol and a
federal building housing an ICE office. Despite efforts to keep
the event peaceful, tensions escalated, resulting in the police
closing the Capitol early in anticipation of the demonstrations.
The Austin police ended up arresting eight individuals
throughout the chaotic events.

Across in Dallas, a protest on a city bridge drew hundreds and
lasted several hours before it was deemed an „unlawful
assembly“ by police after objects were reportedly thrown.
Despite initial attempts to facilitate peaceful assembly, officers
had to step in, employing pepper spray and smoke to clear the
area. Discussions around how to balance the right to protest
with public safety continue, as seen with Texas Governor Greg
Abbott’s comments about maintaining lawful behavior.

Nationwide Response and Reactions

Nationwide, the protests have been driven by anger over
immigration policies, underscored by recent events including the
detainment of union leader David Huerta during immigration
raids in Los Angeles. In Boston, hundreds gathered at City Hall



Plaza to vocally support Huerta’s release, reaffirming their
commitment to immigrant rights. From chants of “Free David,
free them all” to messages against authoritarianism and for
democracy, the sentiments expressed resonate deeply across
various locations.

Looking ahead, the planned military parade to commemorate
the Army’s 250th anniversary is already becoming a focal point
for future protests. Organizers from Refuse Fascism are rallying
against the event, claiming it as a manifestation of Trump’s
„illegal, unconstitutional, fascist threat of violence.“ As
spokesperson Sunsara Taylor has pointed out, this is seen as a
critical moment to stand firm in defense of First Amendment
rights.

As the day unfolds, protests will surely continue to shape the
national dialogue on these pressing issues. Whether through
peaceful demonstrations or confrontations, each act of defiance
signals a strong will among Americans to voice their concerns
and demand accountability from their leaders.

In a climate fraught with unease and uncertainty, these protests
represent more than mere dissatisfaction; they reflect a call for
justice and equity for all. For those participating, there’s
something to be said for standing up—even in the face of
opposition.
