Warnings and Risks Today!

Severe thunderstorms are affecting Central Florida today,
bringing risks of damaging winds, hail, and heavy rainfall.

Lake Jesup, Seminole County, Florida, USA - Scattered
strong storms are wreaking havoc across central Florida today,
particularly affecting west central Flagler County as reported by
Click Orlando. The National Weather Service has issued sever
thunderstorm warnings for several regions, thanks to rapidly
approaching severe systems.

The current storm warning, in place until 4:30 p.m., covers
northern Lake County and northwestern Volusia County, while
central Brevard County will remain under alert until 4:45 p.m.
With heavy rain, lightning, small hail, and winds gusting up to 60
mph, people in towns like Crescent City, Pomona Park, and
Fruitland should stay alert.

Thunderstorm Warnings and Their Impact

Warnings have also been issued for parts of Seminole County,
notably impacting residents in Sanford, Oviedo, and Lake Mary.
According to Fox 35 Orlando, a severe thunderstorm
pinpointed over Lake Jesup at 2:14 p.m. was moving eastward at
20 mph, spurred on by wind gusts reaching 60 mph.

Another warning is affecting areas in northwestern Brevard
County and southeastern Volusia County, including Oak Hill.
With this storm’s potential for quarter-size hail and damaging
winds, residents are urged to take shelter until the weather
clears. The threats of damage to roofs, siding, trees, and
vehicles should not be taken lightly—it’s clear these storms
mean business.

What to Expect

Looking at the broader picture, the potential for severe weather
permeates nearly all of Central Florida, as there is a marginal
risk (level 1 out of 5) across the region today. Again, according
to Click Orlando, the tornado risk remains very low, though
minor flooding is expected, especially in low-lying areas prone to
inundation. Residents should exercise caution, particularly if
they live in flood-prone zones.

The moisture lingering in the air is likely to keep rain chances
elevated throughout the week. Should you feel overwhelmed,
remember that Florida Storms provides a handy mobile app
for up-to-date weather alerts and storm information. This app
pulls data from reliable agencies like NOAA and the National
Hurricane Center, ensuring you stay informed no matter the
weather.

In these unpredictable summer months, Floridians would do well
to stay on their toes and heed the warnings provided by local
meteorologists. Stay safe, and shelter in place as
needed—Florida’s storms are not to be underestimated!
