Known for its delicious chicken
parm and pastrami-anchored New Yorker subs, you can find
Mario’s at 12326 S. Cleveland Ave. If you haven’t tried their
offerings, you simply haven’t explored the local food scene.

Next up is **Neapolitan Gourmet**, located in both Naples and
Bonita Springs, delighting patrons with enormous subs, loaded
with thinly sliced deli meats. On a good day, they serve around
200 signature Italian subs! It’s no wonder that Neapolitan
Gourmet is a must-visit with addresses at 5415 Airport-Pulling
Road and 28100 Imperial Parkway.

If you’re looking for something with a German twist, **The
Rustic** in Cape Coral should be your destination. Run by the
talented Dennis Friedmann, this deli crafts homemade subs
using NY-NJ Par Baked Breads and is especially loved for its
meatballs and tuna. Head to 2924 Del Prado Blvd. S., Unit 5, to
dig in.

Last but certainly not least is **Stan’s Super Subs**, a long-
standing fixture in Bonita Springs, known for its freshly sliced
corned beef and turkey subs layered generously with Swiss
cheese. A visit to 26880 Old 41 Road will leave your taste buds
singing!
