Miami Man, 19, Arrested for Threatening
Teen with Stolen Handgun!

A Miami man, Damarcus Butler, was arrested in Marathon
on June 18, 2025, for threatening a victim with a stolen
handgun.

Marathon, Florida, United States - In a troubling incident
that highlights ongoing concerns about firearm violence, a
19-year-old Miami man named Damarcus Amari Butler was
arrested in Marathon, Monroe County, Florida. The arrest took
place on Tuesday afternoon around 3 p.m. when Butler allegedly
threatened an 18-year-old man with a stolen handgun. While the
situation escalated, thankfully, it resulted in no serious injuries.

Butler now faces a slew of charges, including aggravated assault
with a deadly weapon, possession of a stolen firearm, grand
theft of a firearm, unlawful possession of a firearm, and
displaying a firearm while in commission of a felony. According
to reports, the victim revealed that Butler, along with others,



had physically assaulted him before pointing a firearm at his
head. The authorities wasted no time in identifying Butler as a
suspect and apprehending him shortly after the incident. During
the arrest, investigators recovered a .40-caliber Glock handgun,
reported stolen in Florida City, and Butler was taken into custody
before being transported to the Monroe County Jail. This
troubling episode raises questions about the prevalence of gun-
related incidents in the community.

Understanding the Landscape of Firearm
Violence

Firearm-related incidents like this one are not isolated. A deeper
dive into the statistics surrounding gun violence highlights
alarming trends. The Bureau of Justice Statistics has been
tracking patterns of firearm violence from 1993 to 2023. Their
findings reveal a comprehensive view of firearm incidents,
including the types of firearms involved, where they occur, and
the demographic characteristics of both victims and offenders
(BJS).

According to the data, the relationship between victims and
offenders can vary significantly, complicating the narrative
around each incident. Many gun-related instances are often tied
to personal disputes, making community awareness and
preventative measures increasingly critical.

Challenges of Recovering Stolen Firearms

The issue of stolen firearms significantly contributes to violent
crimes. The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives
(ATF) provides extensive data on firearms, including how stolen
weapons can find their way into criminal hands. In fact, a
comprehensive collection of data by the ATF outlines critical
statistics, such as license statistics and firearms trace data
(ATF). Federal Firearms Licensees have a stringent requirement
to report any missing, lost, or stolen firearms within just 48
