Newsweek informs us that
heavy rain is expected, with totals possibly reaching four to six
inches in certain areas. With conditions ripe for downpours, flash
flooding is a serious concern as the holiday approaches.

As fireworks are allowed on just three days in Florida, many will
be hoping for a clear sky. However, festivities in places like Port
St. Lucie, Fort Pierce, and Stuart could be dampened. The
forecast predicts an 80% chance of precipitation in these areas,
with highs around 87°F and potential rainfall between a quarter
and three-quarters of an inch. In Vero Beach, conditions are
similar, with an 80% chance of rain and possible rainfall
amounts reaching the same range, detailed by USA Today.

Tropical Developments on the Horizon

The forecast does not stop at just rain; there’s a tropical system
brewing off the Southeast Coast. With a medium chance of
development, residents are being urged to remain vigilant. Right
now, there’s a 60% likelihood it will materialize over the next
week, raising concerns about its potential path and impact.
Should it develop, residents may need to prepare for more than
just a wet Fourth of July.

High temperatures across Florida are set in the low 90s amid
high humidity, making for an uncomfortably sticky day. As 
Weather.com mentions, the heat combined with the stormy
forecast could lead to a rather challenging day for outdoor plans.

In the meantime, the Northeast to the I-95 corridor is enjoying
more favorable weather patterns, with no rain expected, which
will surely attract some folks looking to hit the road. It seems
that while some regions are lazing under sunny skies, others are
bracing for showers and storms as the nation celebrates its
independence.
