Infrastructure for this project will be managed by a homeowners
association, raising questions about community governance
going forward. The commission meticulously reviewed the HOA
covenants and bylaws, emphasizing its commitment to
thoughtful planning in this rapidly growing area.

Beyond these specific developments, there’s a broader
framework guiding growth in Dickson County. The Dickson
County Commission approved a comprehensive 2043 plan on
November 20 that aims to strategically address growth through
a collaborative effort among the county, the Town of Burns, the
City of Dickson, and the Town of White Bluff. Main Street
Media reports that this plan, crafted with the consulting firm
Volkert, outlines essential goals and policies designed to ensure
a high quality of life. It reflects public input gathered during
town meetings, where residents voiced concerns about Nashville-
style growth potentially affecting housing prices and traffic.

This comprehensive plan intends to be a living document,
evolving over the next two decades to align with community
needs. By focusing on initiatives for business development,
infrastructure improvement, and even digital technology, the
county is poised to attract businesses while enhancing the
community’s overall fabric.
