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Texas Billy: Armed Robber Surrenders
After Crystal River Heist!

William Burton Clarkson, aka &#039;Texas Billy&#039;,
arrested for armed bank robbery in Citrus County, Florida;

$2,000 stolen.

101 SE Hwy 19, Crystal River, Florida, USA - In a startling
turn of events in Citrus County, a man known by the moniker
‘Texas Billy’ has found himself in hot water following a brazen
bank heist in Crystal River. The individual, 54-year-old William
Burton Clarkson, was arrested after allegedly robbing GTE
Financial with a firearm, managing to snatch around $2,000
before making a hasty exit.

Tips Lead to Capture

The release of these images bore fruit as numerous tips came
flooding in via Crime Stoppers, pinpointing Clarkson’s
whereabouts. The CCSO managed to track him down to Scooter
Haven RV Park in Inglis, where they identified a truck adorned
with Texas license plates. This clue proved vital in the ongoing
investigation.

A key moment came when a courageous witness, who had
encountered Clarkson following the social media release, played
an instrumental role by persuading him to surrender peacefully
at the Inglis Food Ranch in Levy County. This cooperative citizen
interaction highlights the critical role community vigilance plays
in law enforcement efforts.

Further investigation uncovered links connecting Clarkson to the
potential preparation for the robbery. Evidence suggested that
prior to robbing the bank, he may have attempted to infiltrate
the establishment while posing as a utility worker. Detectives
found items in his truck, including a hard hat and reflective vest,
supporting this theory.

The Consequences

Clarkson now faces serious charges including robbery with a
firearm, with his bond set at none, indicating the gravity of his
actions. As he is held at the Levy County jail, the Citrus County
Sheriff’s Office continues their investigation, urging anyone with
further information to step forward.

The incident serves as a vivid reminder of the unpredictable
nature of crime and the resilience of the community to rally
together in times of uncertainty. The CCSO’s prompt response,
bolstered by public cooperation, ultimately led to a resolution



that could have ended much worse.
