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Urgent Search for Missing Spring Hill
Teen Mallory Carneal Expands!

Hernando County authorities seek public help in finding
missing 14-year-old Mallory Carneal, last seen June 29 in

Spring Hill.

Paddle Point, Spring Hill, Florida, USA - The search is on for
14-year-old Mallory Carneal, who has been missing since June
29, 2025. The Hernando County Sheriff’s Office (HCSO) is
reaching out to the community for help in locating this young
girl, last seen leaving her home on Paddle Point in Spring Hill,
Florida. This concerning situation is made more urgent by the
fact that Mallory suffers from a cognitive disorder, elevating
fears about her safety during her time away from home.

Mallory is described as standing 4 feet 8 inches tall and
weighing approximately 105 pounds, with black hair and brown
eyes. Unfortunately, authorities have not disclosed the clothing
she was wearing at the time of her disappearance. Anyone with



information about her whereabouts is strongly encouraged to
contact the Hernando County Sheriff’s Office at 352-754-6830,
as their assistance is critical in this case.

Community Impact and Outreach

The urgency of the situation has resonated throughout the
community. Community members are reminded that every set
of eyes can help in locating Mallory. There’s something to be
said for working together, especially in cases involving young
people at risk. The HCSO continues to press upon local residents
the importance of vigilance and communication, hoping that
someone might hold a piece of information vital to the search.

Missing persons incidents are not uncommon in the United
States; data from the Office of Justice Programs illustrates
just how prevalent these cases are. While many missing children
are located quickly, those like Mallory, who may face additional
vulnerabilities, can pose greater challenges. The statistics
indicate a significant number of children reported missing each
year, showcasing how essential community involvement can be.

What’s at Stake?

The HCSO’s appeal for help reflects the serious nature of
Mallory’s situation, particularly given the challenges associated
with her cognitive disorder. This underscores why timely
community response is crucial. Events like this touch families
deeply; no parent should endure the agony of not knowing
where their child is.

As discussions evolve around childhood safety and awareness of
missing persons incidents, one must consider the larger
implications, not just for the Carneal family, but for all families
within our community. Efforts to prevent such occurrences and
raising awareness about the signs and symptoms of children at
risk can save lives.
