Earlier in the series, fans had reason to celebrate as the Orioles
delivered a staggering 22-8 blowout against the Rays. This
marked the third instance in Orioles franchise history scoring 22
or more runs in a game, a feat not seen since 2000. With a total
of 21 hits, including nine doubles and 14 extra-base hits, it was
a memorable day at the ballpark. Fans erupted with chants of
,Gary, Gary, Gary“ in support of backup catcher Gary Sanchez,
whose critical home run in the fifth inning helped shift the
momentum in the Orioles* favor.

The rally started after the Orioles found themselves down 6-0
early on, no small hurdle considering the struggles of starting
pitcher Tomoyuki Sugano. He allowed six runs, including three
home runs, in just the second inning. Yet, the Orioles didn’t fold;
they rallied with a series of walks and RBI doubles, bringing the
score to 6-5 by the end of the third inning. Highlights included
Ramon Laureano and Colton Cowser’s back-to-back doubles and
Sanchez’s pivotal two-run homer that gave the Orioles an 8-7
lead.

As the season progresses, the Orioles are looking forward to
their upcoming six-game road trip, starting against the Texas
Rangers. Meanwhile, the Rays prepare to host the Athletics for a
three-game series, both teams hoping to maintain or regain
their momentum.
