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Sewage Disaster Strikes Fort Myers:
1,500 Gallons Spill into Drain!

A sewage spill in Fort Myers on July 15, 2025, released
1,500 gallons of wastewater, prompting an investigation

into contractor errors.

Colonial Boulevard and Summerlin Road, Fort Myers, Lee
County, USA - On July 15, a sewage line break in Fort Myers,
occurring at the busy intersection of Colonial Boulevard and
Summerlin Road, has stirred concerns among residents. The
mishap, attributed to a contractor drilling into a four-inch force
main that was incorrectly marked, led to nearly 1,500 gallons of
unrecovered wastewater flowing into the drainage system. City
crews sprang into action just before 11 p.m., working late into
the night until nearly 2 a.m. to mitigate the damage and begin
cleanup efforts as reported by Fox 4 Now.

The city’s response included deploying vacuum trucks, which
managed to recover 2,100 gallons of sewage from the site.

Additionally, crews treated the area with lime to handle potential
residual contamination. Despite these efforts, 1,500 gallons of
sewage remain unrecovered, raising concerns about its impact
on the local drainage system, which ultimately leads to a nearby
lake.

Safety Measures and Health Risks

In light of the incident, the city has collected water samples from
an outfall location on McGregor Boulevard to test for microbial
contamination, with results pending. Raw sewage poses serious
health risks, containing harmful bacteria, viruses, and parasites
that can lead to gastrointestinal illnesses, skin infections, and
even more severe diseases like hepatitis and cholera, as
highlighted in Inspectapedia.

The potential hazards associated with sewage spills necessitate
prompt and thorough cleanup efforts to stave off further
contamination. Proper cleanup measures are crucial for safety,
including the use of personal protective equipment (PPE) such as
gloves, goggles, and masks to minimize exposure to harmful
pathogens. It’s essential to also ensure proper disinfection of
surfaces and the safe disposal of contaminated materials to
protect both public health and the environment, as discussed by
Restoration XP.

Regulatory and Community Response

The contractor responsible for the drilling is linked to a project of
the Lee County Department of Transportation, and an ongoing
investigation is currently assessing whether adequate safety
measures were implemented prior to the work. This incident
further underscores the importance of compliance with
construction regulations to protect the community and its
natural resources.

Residents are advised to remain vigilant about local water
quality in the aftermath of this spill and to report any symptoms
