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Star-Filled Starnacht: Anna-Maria
Zimmermann Ignored by Hosts!

At &quot;Starnacht am Neusiedler See,&quot; Anna-Maria
Zimmermann performed despite being overlooked by hosts

during interviews.

Neusiedler See, Austria - The “Starnacht am Neusiedler See,”
held on June 7, 2025, showcased an impressive lineup of stars
from both music and television, featuring hosts Barbara
Schöneberger and Hans Sigl. Among the prominent performers
were Milow, Florence Arman, Josh, and the much-loved
Schlagersängerin Anna-Maria Zimmermann. However, the event
was not without its awkward moments, particularly regarding
how guests were treated during interviews.

While other artists received ample attention, Anna-Maria
Zimmermann sat quietly in the talk circle, overlooked by the
moderators. Schöneberger and Sigl launched into conversations
filled with personal anecdotes and small talk, but Zimmermann



found herself excluded from the dialogue. Instead of joining in
on discussions, such as Josh’s tales from backstage or
Schöneberger’s humorous comments about catering,
Zimmermann was left on the sidelines with no questions
directed her way. As highlighted by Merkur, this evasive
treatment raised eyebrows among those watching.

Anna-Maria’s Resilience Shines Through

Despite the uncomfortable atmosphere, Anna-Maria
Zimmermann held her composure, eventually gracing the stage
with her vibrant performance of “Liebelei.” This hit number
managed to captivate the audience, allowing her to reclaim the
spotlight that had been dimmed earlier in the event. Her moving
deliverance showcased not just her vocal talents but also her
ability to connect with the audience, an act praised by many.
The situation left many questioning whether Zimmermann’s
exclusion from conversation was an oversight or an editorial
miscue, as Schlager.de suggested.

The presence of both national and international artists added a
vibrant flair to the evening, yet the glaring omission of a
respected figure like Zimmermann from dialogue felt discordant.
Other notable performers included Semino Rossi, Petra Frey, and
the ESC winner JJ. Their appearances added star power, yet it
was Zimmermann’s resilient spirit that resonated beyond the
initial oversight.

A Broader Conversation

With so many performers on stage, the question remains: how
does event production handle inclusivity among guest
interactions? The evident disconnect at “Starnacht” may serve
as an important lesson moving forward. Engaging with all artists
provides a richer experience on-and-off stage, allowing everyone
involved to shine.

As the echoes of the performances continue to linger, many fans
