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Miami-Dade County Opens Applications
for Affordable Housing Aid!

Miami-Dade County opens affordable housing waitlist for
low-income households from June 9-20, 2025; apply online

or at designated locations.

Dade City, USA - Miami-Dade County is stepping up to help
those struggling to find affordable housing. Beginning June 9,
2025, at 8 a.m., applications are now being accepted for the
Project-Based Voucher (PBV) program waiting list. This initiative
aims to assist low-income individuals in securing affordable
rental housing across the county. The application period runs
through June 20, 2025, at 11:59 p.m. NBC Miami reports that
applicants can conveniently apply online at 
miamidadevoucher.myhousing.com.

The PBV program allows residents to submit their applications
for multiple developments throughout Miami-Dade County. It’s
good to note that applications can be completed in English,

Spanish, and Haitian Creole, ensuring broader accessibility.
However, each household is limited to just one application,
reinforcing the importance of ensuring accuracy and
thoroughness in submitted information.

Eligibility and Priority Placement

Prioritization in this housing assistance program will be given to
those who were on the 2024 Tenant-Based waiting list and had
applied during Phase One. For those applying in Phase Two,
placement in a randomization process will follow, although being
placed on the waitlist isn’t guaranteed. To qualify, applicants
must meet specific eligibility criteria, including income limits and
property specifications set by the U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD).

The income limits for the year 2025 are as follows:

Household Size Income Limit
1 person $43,400
2 persons $49,550
3 persons $55,570
4 persons $61,950
5 persons $66,950
6 persons $71,900
7 persons $76,850
8 persons $81,800

Eligibility criteria are diverse, targeting various populations that
might be in urgent need. Considerations include displaced
households, referrals from the Miami-Dade Homeless Trust,
veterans, and families with a right to return. Additionally,
vulnerable populations as well as households with special needs
are also on the list of those prioritized for assistance.

Accessing Assistance

Internet access can be a barrier for some applicants, so Miami-



Dade County has made provisions for those without online
capabilities. Assistance is available at public libraries and
Community Action and Human Services (CAHSD) locations,
ensuring no one is left behind in the application process.

To apply, individuals must be at least 18 years old. They need to
provide thorough information for all household members:
everything from accessibility needs to social security numbers
and disability status. It’s an extensive list, but with the potential
for substantial assistance, it’s well worth the effort. Interested
applicants can find more information directly from Miami-Dade
County’s official page on the PBV program at this link.
