According to Pasco County’s parks and recreation department,
the overarching goal is clear: enhance the quality of life for all
citizens. This initiative is part of the County’s Strategic Plan,
where the focus is not only on athletic and recreational
opportunities but also on cultural and educational offerings while
diligently protecting natural resources. The department
oversees an array of facilities, including 14 passive parks, four
recreation complexes, five community centers, and more than
124 athletic fields. This robust framework ensures that there’s
something for everyone—from sports enthusiasts to families
looking for a day out.

One of the standout features of this year’s celebrations is the
introduction of the Pasco Adaptive and Inclusive Recreation
(P.A.I.R.) Program, led by Assistant Recreation Manager Deanna
Baltimore.

Activities range
from outdoor sensory events to inclusive day camps and cultural
happenings.
