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Genesee County Moves Forward with
$44K Sports Complex Study

Genesee County initiates a $44K feasibility study for a new
sports complex to boost economic growth and recreational
tourism.
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Flint, Michigan, USA - Genesee County is gearing up for a
major leap into recreational development as it secures the green
light for a feasibility study on a proposed sports complex.
Following a recommendation from the Board of Commissioners*
committee, the plan to invest $44,800 in a study by The Sports
Facilities Companies (SFC) has made significant progress. This
endeavor aims to assess not just the complexities of building
such a facility, but also the local market conditions that could
affect its viability.

The study—supported by Commissioner Beverly Brown—uwiill
provide essential insights into financial potential, construction
costs, revenues, and operational expenses. It’s worth noting that



this comprehensive study will not determine the facility’s
location but will evaluate the feasibility and competition in the
area. As Brown pointed out, understanding these aspects is
crucial for planning and decision-making moving forward. MLive
reports that the full county commission is expected to give its
final approval for the study in the coming week.

A Shared Vision for Development

The Flint & Genesee Group is joining the effort and sharing the
cost of the study, reflecting a collaborative approach to the
project. Funding for the county’s share will come from the 5%
accommodations tax on hotel room revenues, a move made
possible by a recent change in state law allowing counties to
increase hotel taxes. This shift aligns with a trend observed in
other counties, such as Kent County, whose voters approved a
hotel tax increase to support a substantial soccer stadium
project.

Through the Accommodations Tax Fund, Genesee County is
strategically positioning itself to enhance recreational tourism.
As stated in a memorandum from Dr. Beverly Brown,
Chairperson of the Community & Economic Development
Committee, the project aligns beautifully with the county’s goals
of promoting health, livability, safety, and community growth.
The memo details the agreement with The Sports Facilities
Companies, which specializes in constructing and operating
sports complexes nationwide. With past insights from SFC to
draw upon, including pre-COVID data, this new study aims to
incorporate refreshed market research and financial forecasts,
including a five-year cash flow outlook and a 20-year financial
forecast for the facility Genesee County MI explains.

Looking Ahead

The scope of the potential facility is intentionally broad.
Discussions have hinted at a combination of indoor and outdoor
options, with specific emphasis on sports like softball, which has

As the county navigates the next
steps, including site identification and funding plans, there’s a
sense of optimism that the investment in sports infrastructure
will pay off, creating not only better recreational opportunities
but also economic growth for the region.
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
