He struck out 4 batters, showing
command as he allowed just one hit to the last ten batters
faced. With a top speed hitting 95.5 MPH, Wilkerson clearly has
a promising future ahead.

Adding to the buzz was catcher Edward Duran, continuing his
excellent run at the plate with a notable 2-for-3 performance
that included 1 RBI and 1 run scored. Interestingly, this marked
Duran’s third consecutive multi-hit game and his sixth in the last
nine contests, bringing his season total to 18 multi-hit games,
tying for the team lead. His RBI single in the fifth inning was
crucial in giving Dunedin a 4-2 edge. With a .583 batting
average in this series, he is certainly making his mark.

The Blue Jays* collective efforts were evident, as the team
statistics reflect an improving trajectory. So far this season,
Dunedin has played 763 games, scoring a total of 268 runs and
achieving a batting average of .243. Players are stepping up,
proving that there’s plenty of talent among their ranks.
