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Kyandra Darling Dominates Fundraising
Race for House District 62!

Kyandra Darling leads in fundraising for Pinellas
County&#039;s HD 62 race, surpassing competitors
significantly as she campaigns for office.

Pinellas County, Florida, USA - In the race for House District
62, Kyandra Darling is stepping ahead as a fundraising
powerhouse, pulling in over $53,000 as of June 30. This
impressive total places her significantly ahead of her nearest
competitor, Upton Fisher, by approximately $50,000, and is five
times more than former state Representative Wengay Newton,
who has only raised less than $10,000. Darling is vying to fill the
seat vacated by Democratic state Rep. Michele Rayner, who is
setting her sights on a bid for the Florida Senate. Florida
Politics reports that Darling’s fundraising includes a strong
showing over the past quarter, with more than $21,000
collected between April and June alone.
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Her fundraising efforts are supported by notable figures such as
Alex Sink and Lisset Hanewicz, showcasing a well-connected
base. Notably, the maximum contribution allowed in legislative
races is $1,000; however, none of her contributions exceed
$500, which keeps her average contribution under $125 - a
strategy that many might find speaks well to grassroots appeal.

Competition in the Race

Wengay Newton, while trailing behind, has shown some
momentum with over $8,600 raised during the same period. His
total funding now rests at just over $9,600, with around $8,200
still available for campaign expenses. Newton, who has
previously served two terms in the district, managed to collect
six maxed-out contributions from donors, including education
consultant John Kirtley and businessman Bill Edwards.

The political landscape in District 62 heavily leans Democratic,
with registered voters comprising over 49% Democrats and only
19% Republicans. In this environment, Upton Fisher, a Navy
veteran and current legislative aide to Rayner, has managed to
raise $3,245 since he entered the race in early June, with most
of his contributions landing around $100 or less. So far, Fisher
has spent less than $120 on his campaign, so there’s a good
chance he will ramp up efforts as the election cycle heats up.

Darling’s Campaign Finance Management

Campaign finance data paints a clearer picture of where Darling
stands. As of now, she has expended just under $33,000,
leaving her with over $20,000 still in her campaign account.
Some of her recent spending includes over $11,700 on
consulting services and various campaign-related costs. It’s an
intriguing balance that positions her strategically heading into
potentially competitive weeks ahead.
