She tied
for the ninth-highest alignment score in the House, outpacing
several well-known conservative figures like Marjorie Taylor
Greene and Thomas Massie. Her voting score of +15 is the
highest among Florida’s congressional representatives,
outshining notable names like Gus Bilirakis and Vern Buchanan.

A rather stark
fact from GovTrack is that Luna missed nearly 15% of roll call
votes from January 2023 to June 2025, a rate much higher than
the median of 2% among her peers. The reasons behind the
numerous missed votes remain unclear but could stem from
medical emergencies, personal matters, or even campaigning
for political advancement.

The dynamics of the electoral process and voting patterns are
crucial for grasping the nuances of American political life. As
detailed in FAU Libraries, comprehensive data about elections
and voting encapsulates critical insights about voter
demographics and participation.
