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Tornado Tosses Mobile Home in Largo,
Elderly Resident Escapes Injury

A tornado struck Largo, Pinellas County, on June 25, 2025,
damaging mobile homes and affecting a retirement

community, with no serious injuries reported.

Largo, Pinellas County, Florida, USA - The unsuspecting
residents of Largo, Pinellas County, Florida, faced an unexpected
natural disaster on June 25, 2025, when a tornado touched
down, wreaking havoc on a retirement community. The event
unfolded during a particularly stormy afternoon near the
intersection of Ulmerton and Belcher Roads, leading to the
destruction of numerous mobile homes, especially at the
Ranchero Village and Bay Ranch mobile home parks.

Captured on a ring camera, the tornado’s ferocity was palpable
as it lifted a mobile home containing a 76-year-old woman, who
fortunately emerged with only minor injuries. Despite the chaos,
she was found conscious and disoriented, with a neighbor,



Tracey McClelland, coming to her aid shortly after the tornado
had passed. She was later taken to her daughter’s home,
needing no hospitalization. Remarkably, while approximately 50
structures in Ranchero Village and 15 in Bay Ranch bore the
brunt of the storm, no serious injuries or fatalities were reported
(CiberCuba).

Widespread Damage and Response

The tornado’s destructive path caused considerable damage,
with aerial footage illustrating the extent of the
devastation—mobile homes were flipped and uprooted as winds
reached speeds typically seen in intense hurricanes, which can
exceed 200 miles per hour. Local utilities were quick to act;
Duke Energy reported that nearly 6,400 residents lost power
due to downed lines (NBNW).

Emergency crews responded with urgency, conducting safety
checks and clearing debris from the affected areas. Given the
vulnerability of such mobile homes during severe weather, the
local authorities have collaborated with the American Red Cross
to provide necessary support for displaced residents. If residents
need assistance, they are encouraged to reach out through the
Red Cross hotline at 1-800-RED-CROSS.

Weather Trends and Preparedness

This tornado incident comes amid an unpredictable weather
pattern characterized by severe thunderstorms, a trait not
uncommon in Florida’s volatile early summer climate. The
National Weather Service is conducting a detailed survey of the
tornado to determine its Enhanced Fujita (EF) rating and further
understand its effects. As cleanup efforts continue, local
authorities are focusing on restoring essential services and
reinforcing community preparedness against future storms
(Florida Disaster).

In summary, while the tornado’s sudden appearance left its
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mark on the Largo community, the resilient response from
emergency crews and local residents highlights the strength of
community support in the face of nature’s unpredictability.
There’s certainly something to be said for preparedness, and as
the region recovers, attention turns to improving strategies for
handling such dangerous weather phenomena in the future.
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
